e Mild steel; remove all rust and any loose material by
wire brush or mechanical sander, prime with
Colourthane PF330 Primer Filler.

e Non-ferrous metals, stainless steel, galvanised iron,
ZINCALUME®, abrade using a Scotch-Brite® pad or
wet and dry sandpaper. Do not use steel wool. Prime
with Wattyl Super Etch® Primer.
